Story Telling – Readers Theater-Oral Interpretation Forensic Presentation
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Due Date: May 8-12
· Choose a prose or poetry piece. (Short stories, poems, play monologues, novel excerpts, childrens’ literature, young adult literature, etc..)  Make sure your choice has some significance, whether it be your favorite or it has an important message or theme.

· Follow the steps outlined in class to interpret the literature to the best of your ability.  Pay attention to vocabulary, pronunciation, characterization, elements of fiction and poetry such as climax, suspense, falling action, theme, mood, setting, and vocal dynamic.
· Re-Write your presentation piece out on a regular sheet of paper in paragraph form to create a script rather than reading out of a book. Word processing can be helpful, double space your script.
· Rehearse and cut the script ( if necessary).  This will be handed in the day you perform. Mark the script for phrasing, expression, stage directions, etc…
· Create an introduction for the piece which includes your name, the title and author of the piece, reasons why you chose the story over any other, background information needed to understand the story or poem, setting if necessary, and a basic summary if needed.  Keep it brief and to the point. 
· You may wear costume if you so choose, but oral interpretation shows emotion and character through your voice rather than outer appearance.  You may use sound effects if you so choose. 
· Be as creative. 
· Rehearse and time your performance!
· Rehearse in front of an audience at home and on your own.  Try to be familiar enough to tell the story rather than read it to us.  There is a big difference!!!  Rehearse!!!

· Time Limit: minimum 3 minutes, maximum 10 minutes ( This includes the introduction)
